SKILL LEVEL :
Intermediate (Level 3): More complicated stitch patterns
and shaping.

SIZE: One size; Approximately 4% inch diameter circle

MATERIALS

- Yarn; Lion Brand Wool (rose, green, white & black)
Loom: Knifty Knitter 12-peg Flower Loom
Large eye darning needle
Crochet hook
Stitch markers - | use Susan Bates Split-lock stitch
markers, like the ones pictured in this tutorial.

NOTES
- Instructions are for two strands of yarn held as one
strand and worked from left to right in rounds in Part
1
This project requires that you occasionally remove
the item from the loom and then replace it. Always
remove & replace from the top of the loom and keep
the right side of the item facing the inside of the
loom.
Stitches: Flat stitch, E-wrap
Techniques: drawstring cast on described on Loom

Part 1
Loomer’s Magic Ring (LMC): foundation circle

The Loomer’s Magic Ring is
a new loom knitting
technique similar to the
"magic circle/ring” which is
the foundation for most
crocheted circular designs.
To accomplish this on the
knitting loom by the method
| use in this tutorial, you must know how to do the
drawstring cast on. A tutorial for this cast on is
available on my blog. Please familiarize yourself with
this cast on method if you haven't used it before.

INSTRUCTIONS

1. Using two strands of A held as one and the 12-
peg Knifty Knitter Flower Loom, do a drawstring
CoO.

2. Rows 1 &2: FS all pegs.

3. BO using a loose tension as follows: EW pegs-1 &
2, KO. Lift loop from peg-2, place on peg-1, KO.
Lift loop from peg-1, replace on empty peg-2. *EW
next peg, KO; place loop on the previous peg;
KO,; lift loop and replace on original peg; repeat
from * until one loop remains on peg-11.

4. With the loop still on peg-11, clinch the drawstring
CO edge closed; pull yarn tails to the inside and
secure.

5. Continue the BO procedure by lifting the strands
of yarn that form the ladder between the loop on
peg-11 and the first stitch; place the lifted strands
on peg-12. EW peg-12, KO; lift and place the
ending loop on peg-11, KO. You have now
regained the stitch lost in the BO procedure,
which will give you a total of 12 stitches.

6. Loosen the ending loop on peg-11; remove from
loom, but do not cut the yarn. With the right side
up, hook the loose loop through the vertical bar to
close the circle.

This will give you 12 chain stitches along the bind
off edge, plus one free loop which will used to
begin Row 3. Block the circle with your fingers to
complete the LMC.
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Part 2
Edge Knitting: expanding the circle

With the center complete, we are ready to expand the
circle using a technique | call “edge knitting”. I've
developed several types of edge knitting for different
purposes, but for this project we will be using what |
refer to as a basic single and double edge stitch. All
other edge stitching I've done so far, are just variations
of the basic single and double edge stitches. These
stitches are easy to do, but please kept these
important points in mind:

maintain a consistent medium
to loose tension throughout
use stitch markers, even if you
think you don’t need them
double check for accuracy by
counting stitches at the end of
each row

finger block your circle after
each row to shape

INSTRUCTIONS

Row 3: With the right side of the LMC facing you, PM
on inside strands of each chain st.The inside strands
are those nearest the center of the circle as indicated
in this picture:

After all 12 markers have been placed; the LMC
should look like this:

Free loop

With the right side of the LMC facing the inside of the
loom, place the free loop on any peg of thel2-peg
loom. Next, pick up the first marked st to the left of the
beginning loop and place it on the peg.

LP (left peg)
RP (right peg)

These are the only two pegs that will be used for the
remainder of this project, so for simplicity | will refer to
these as LP (left peg) and RP (right peg). This is the
CO for edge stitch in the next step, the Double Edge
Stitch Sequence.

Double Edge Stitch Sequence: _This technique will
double each of the 12 stitches around the LMR.

*Begin by removing the stitch marker from the
loop on LP then wrap the WY CCW around
both LP & RP (show below) ; KO.

Next, wrap the WY CCW around LP only; KO.

Lift the loop from LP and place it on the RP;
KO.
Pick up the next marked st and place it LP.
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Repeat from * until all marked st have been knit and
one loop remains on the RP. You should now have 24
st when you count the chains along the outer edge of
the circle.

Ending Row 3 : End this row by removing the loop
from RP and hooking the free loop through the back
strands of the first chain. This ends Row 3 and creates
the beginning loop for Row 4.

1st marked stitch Free loop

Row 4: With the right side facing up, prep for Row 4
by PM on inside strands all the odd numbered stitches
(1, 3, 5, etc.).

While all stitches will be picked up in Row 4, only the
12 marked stitches will be doubled. When picking up

stitches or PM on stitches for this project, always lift
the inside strands.

With the right side of the circle facing the inside of the
loom, place the free loop on the RP and the first
marked st to the left on the LP. Remove the st marker
and follow the directions for the Double Edge St as
outlined in previously in step 3 above on this first set of
loops. Work Single Edge Stitch Sequence on
unmarked st as follows:

Single Edge Stitch Sequence: _This technigue adds
one stitch to the outer edge of the circle without
increasing.

*Begin by wrapping the WY CCW around
the LP only; KO.

Lift the LP loop and place it on the RP; KO.
Repeat from * on all the 24 unmarked st

Repeat the Double Edge St on all 12
marked st.

Ending Row 4 : At the end of Row 4, you should have
36 st. End the row as outlined for Row 3. Cut the WY
and pull yarn tail through loop to tie off. Block the circle
with your fingers to even up the outer edge.

Row 5: Prepare for Row 5 by PM on first stitch in each
set of 3 (1, 4, 7, etc.) until 12 st have been marked.

Also, change yarn to B by tying a slip knot and secure
the loop in the stitch where Row 4 ended.

With the right side of the circle facing the inside of the
loom, place the new loop on the RP. Lift the first
marked st to the left and place it on the LP.

Row 5 will be worked similar to Row 4: double edge st
sequence will be worked on all 12 marked st; single
edge st sequence will be worked on all 24 unmarked
st. After working the last two unmarked st at the end of
the row, you should have 48 stitches.

Ending Row 5 : End this row as described for the
previous row, except change yarn to C.

Row 6: Prepare for Row 6 by PM on first st in each set
of 4 (1, 5, 9, etc.) for a total of 12 marked st and 36
unmarked st.

With the right side of the circle facing the inside of the
loom, place the new loop on the RP. Lift the first
marked st to the left and place it on the LP. Row 6 will
be worked similar to Rows 4 & 5 as follows: double
edge st sequence will be worked on all 12 marked st;
single edge st sequence will be worked on all 36
unmarked st. After working the last two unmarked st at
the end of the row, you should have 60 stitches. Close
this row as in previous rows. Cut WY and tie off.
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Finishing

Secure all yarn tails.

With black yarn and a yarn needle, embroidery 6 to 8
“seeds” evenly spaced along the outer rose colored
row. | marked where | wanted my seeds with stitch
markers; Using a very long strand of black yarn (18-
207", | tied the yarn onto the back of the coaster and
embroideried each seed moving on to the next one
without cutting the yarn.

Felt using your favorite method. | felted mine hand
using the procedure described in this PDF file:
http://www.knitpicks.com/images/pdf/handfelting.pdf

Block immediately after felting while the coaster is still
damp and air dry.
